Meetings are weekly at Park Hill Church.  Intention is to begin meetings on time and offer specific trainings at the meetings.  Attendance is important.

Carl discussed frustration with continued complaints from officials regarding not wanting to work with another official because of various reasons.  Communicate directly with each other – say what you mean, mean what you say but say it in a nice way – to each other.

A member of the Area 4 continues to send “anonymous” letters to the state board complaining about various things in this area.  An anonymous letter is not taken seriously, if you have concerns, sign your name otherwise the complaints in the letters will not be addressed.

Check the website often – the information posted on the website is official.  Review the schedule daily, if possible.

Report form being instituted this year.  It will be available on the website and should be completed after each match and submitted to Carl.  It will be the R1’s responsibility to ensure completion and submitting of the form is complete.  The Report Form is used to report any actions taken at a game (example:  talked with coach re: Team S libero uniform or issued yellow card to Team R’s coach for yelling at the line judge).
Concussion training is available on-line.  Carl will distribute the site to visit for the training to everyone or it will be posted on the website.

New procedure – R1 should stay on the stand (or near the stand) between sets (there is no need to walk over to the scorer’s table between sets – if there is a need to talk to the R2, call them over to the stand after they have completed their between set duties.)

Lifts/double hits – best way to learn a consistent calling for these judgment calls is to do the work.  Volunteer to referee at practices, attend scrimmages, set in the stands and watch veteran officials – there is no magic rule.  Scrimmages coming up include Rye and Canon City on August 27th and both begin at 9:00 a.m.
