Meetings are weekly at Park Hill Church.  Attendance is important.

Carl received communication from Chuck Scott, middle school athletic director, regarding payment for middle school matches.  Currently, the pay is $20.00 for the first game and $17.50 for each game after that.  Carl requested an increase and Chuck thought the request as appropriate, hoping to increase amount to $25.00 for first game and $20.00 for each game after that.  Final approval will be requested and hopefully the change implemented soon.
If you’re doing a high school match and you’re the R1 and your partner (assigned to R2) does not show, you are entitled to half of their payment for the games.  
Verify schedules, check the website often – the information posted on the website is official.  Review the schedule daily, if possible.  Call the school the day before or day of the match to confirm game time, number of games, etc.  Call your co-officials to make sure they will be at the game, confirm time, etc.
Reviewed uniform basics – black dress pants (no jeans, no painter pants, no EMT pants), white polo shirt with embroidered emblem, black socks, black shoes, (hint:  black underwear are good in the event your black pants tear), red/yellow cards, whistle should be a Fox40, preferably black with a black lanyard, net chain, coin, rotation card, pencils, ball pump/gauge.  No cell phones – preferably do not bring into school, but should not be seen during any match play.  Ensure that your attire does not support one team (EXAMPLE:  do not enter the game between County and Centennial wearing a Centennial sweatshirt).
Communication with coaches after pre-game conference to set tone for the season should be done by all officials.  Inform coaches about making calls from the sidelines, complaints will need to be kept to a minimum or yellow cards will be issued.  Set the professional standard from the beginning.
